BUTTERFILES AND BEES
Prime Numbers  (this was yesterday’s work – complete if you have not done this).
REMEMBER a prime number can only be divided by itself and 1.
It would be great if you could download the Prime Numbers worksheet and complete it.   (This file is in the Primary 5 section of the Parentzone and in Class Note).
Next have a look at the factoring video on the link below.  You will find that the bottom row of numbers are always prime numbers.
